IPCC 4 Conclusions

ñWarmingof the climate system is unequivocal, as

is now evident from observations of increases in

global average air and ocean temperatures,

widespread melting of snow and ice, and rising

global average sea level.ò

ñGlobalatmospheric concentrations of CO2,

methane (CH4) and nitrous oxide (N2O) have

increased markedly as a result of human activities

since 1750 and now far exceed pre-industrial

values determined from ice cores spanning many

thousands of years.ò

ñMostof the observed increase in globally-

averaged temperatures since the mid-20th century

is very likely due to the observed increase in

anthropogenic GHG concentrations.ò
